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GREEN NEPHROLOGY REPRESENTATIVE SURVEY RESULTS SUMMARY
· 81.2% hub units questioned - 63.8% response rate  (52% of all UK renal units)

· 41 new representatives identified (59% increase overall)

· 79.5% felt their colleagues were supportive to the principals of sustainable healthcare 

· 63.6% spent time raising awareness

· 86.4% used CSH website http://greenerhealthcare.org/green-nephrology
· 14-30% have tried to replicate case studies  - 31.8% still running 

· 27-54% would like to have a go

· 65.9% have made changes ‘however small’ in the last year

· 11% have assisted others to make changes

Types of project attempted

· Paper – electronic patient letters, double sided results, no local printing

· Videoconferencing – review patients, MDTs, staff education

· E-consultation

· Tele-OP – HD, CKD, Tx 

· Water - central water treatment, reject salvage, central priming 

· Central acid delivery

· Waste – baler, recycling, reducing consumables

· IT – auto shutdown

· Food – reduce waste in HD units

Green Stars (http://greenerhealthcare.org/kidney-units)

· 15.9% submitted case study

· 20.5% are planning to submit a case study

· 2 submitted a green action plan 

· Only 1 unit has a patient representative

Identified need for:
· More time

· More support at senior management and Trust/Board level 

· Fewer financial barriers
· Resources eg educational tools / downloadable label, fliers etc. / searchable website
· Link to other representatives / online communication facility
· A few simple suggestions for getting started

· Ways round regulations eg COSHH, EU
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
